Women in agriculture invited to regional workshop 

All northeast Iowa women involved in agriculture are encouraged to mark their calendars to 

attend a one-day regional Iowa Women in Agriculture (IWIA) workshop at Nashua on 

Thursday, April 8. The workshop will focus on commodity marketing and long-term care 

insurance. 

 “The regional meetings are designed to provide women involved in agriculture with 

opportunities to learn from presenters and to network with each other,” says Angie Treptow, 

IWIA president.

The lunch speaker will be Ken Pecinovsky, manager of the ISU Research Farm, who will give 

an overview of the Borlaug Learning Center and research activities.
